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Texas Credential to Career Crosswalk

Overview

This crosswalk combines publicly available data from multiple agencies, including the Texas Education
Agency (TEA) and the Texas Workforce Commission (TWC), to create linked datasets that connect
regional labor demand (Standard Occupational Classification [SOC] codes) to Career and Technical
Education (CTE) Programs of Study (POS), Industry-Based Certifications (IBCs), and postsecondary
program areas (Classification of Instructional Programs [CIP] codes). The resulting crosswalk provides
an integrated view of how labor market needs align with education and credential pathways across
Texas.
